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he garage had remained vacant

for almost a year by the time the
Marcos withdrawal symptoms
prompted Stuart Apps into action.
Since his first encounter, some 14
years ago at Scratchwood Services on
the M1, Stuart had felt a certain affin-
ity towards the marque and had owned
three different examples. He now felt
it was time for number four.

The one problem was that his budget had
not risen at the same rate as the price of the
Marcos whos popularity was increasing in
leaps and bounds. The other consideration

was that even if he did spend X thousand
pounds there was always the offchance, as
there is with any private vehicle purchase,
that the car would require some work before
not too long. The solution was to buy a res-
toration project. Not only would this be
more affordable but, on completion, Stuart
could rest assured that the car was all there
and finished to his satisfaction.

Stuart wanted the power of a 3-litre car
but, having previously owned two Ford V6-
powered versions, decided this time to opt
for a car fitted with the comparatively rare
Volvo straight-six. A wanted advert placed
in Exchange & Mart worked well and the
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second car to be viewed was bought.
